Teachers will
then travel through native islander neighborhoods on the Gullah Heritage Trail
Tour and hear first-hand stories, tales, and historical data of the customs and
traditions of Gullah life. Michael Smalls, experienced sweetgrass basket sewer, will
then lead teachers through a sweetgrass basket making demonstration. Teachers
will make a small basket starter to take back to the classroom. Resources and
lesson plans that connect local history with mainstream American history will also
be provided for teachers. Content will focus on social studies standards.
